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IDLA ONLINE CLASSES – Summer 2010
Courses That May Be Taken For GPA Credit 
Digital Photography & Communication (ART301) 



Digital Photography is now called Digital Photography & Communication. Would you like to learn how to communicate through graphics and digital photos? Do many of your photos simply not "come out"? Well then, this class is for you! In this class, students will learn the basics of camera operation, exposure, image control, picture composition, photo enhancement and manipulation. The course will also discuss digital and "traditional film" photography, design, graphic arts, and electronic communication through blogs and mock-ups. Students will successfully complete photography projects which demonstrate techniques such as portraiture, composition, landscapes, architecture, wildlife and nature. Requirements: Prerequisites: None - Required Course Materials: Each student will need a digital camera capable of zoom, flash, macro and other adjustments. Not suitable: a video camera, cell phone camera, low-budget point-and-shoot or a standard (film) camera. Ideally the camera you use for this course allows you to do some experimentation with lighting, settings and menu functions. Photo editing software is required and Gimpshop (http://www.gimpshop.com) is free or you can use Adobe Photoshop Elements.
Graphic Design with Photoshop (ART302) 



This course will introduce you to the basics of graphic design—using images and words to convey a message. It will cover basic digital imaging and design, typography, layout and the universal "elements of design" all artists use. It will also address such things as ethical design and image use, as well as careers in the digital and graphic design field. By the end of this course, you should have a basic understanding of how to use layout programs (such as Microsoft Word or Publisher) to produce more readable, interesting documents. You'll also understand how Photoshop Elements can be used to create complex, composite digital images for use in print or online formats. You'll have some flexibility to work at a beginning to advanced level, emphasizing online or print format, depending on your interest. Software requirements: Photoshop Elements version 5, 6 or 7, and a basic word processing or page layout program (Microsoft Word or Publisher). Please check to make sure that your version of Photoshop ELEMENTS is version 5, 6, or 7. The regular (non Elements) version of Photoshop will not work for this class. Students should take a basic computer class before taking this class
Online Keyboarding (BUS101) 



Keyboarding is an essential skill in today's technology-driven world. This course is designed to help you learn the touch-typing method of keyboarding and attain typing speeds exceeding 25 words per minute with minimal errors. Since keyboarding is a skill that is developed only through repetition, students will need to practice with the Typing Master Online software for a minimum of 30 minutes each day (logins for Typing Master are obtained as students take the course). Online typing tests and participation in the course discussion board are also mandatory.
 Computer Applications (BUS102) 



This course is a comprehensive course to develop and apply computer skills to business applications. Presentation skills, databases, spreadsheets, charting and word processing skills will be introduced. Software Requirement: Office 2007 will not work for this class. The class is designed for Office 2003 (including Word, Power Point, Excel, and Access) but any Office version prior to 2007 will work.
Drivers Education (DRV101) 



The Idaho Driver Education and Training Program is a formal and organized education and training program to introduce and develop good driving habits and attitudes for a lifetime of responsible, reduced-risk driving strategies. This online Driver's Education course fulfills the requirement of 30 hours of classroom time; students/schools must separately arrange to complete the required driving-time in order to be eligible for an Idaho Driver's license. Important policies: students MUST have a permit purchased on or before the first day of class or they will be dropped; students must arrange and pay for the behind-the-wheel instruction and will be dropped from the course if this isn't set up by the end of Unit One; classroom work and driving instruction must be completed concurrently.

E-Business (BUS301) 



Students need to be prepared to take their place in the business world and the Business Technology (E-business) course can help. The course is designed to give students lifelong computer skills with business technology applications, including how to search the Internet efficiently, how to critique business case studies, and how to create marketing and business plan goals. Students will learn new techniques to build and promote business using online resources and will develop a business plan.
International Business (BUS401) 



International Business is an exciting topic among the business community today. This course is designed to help students develop the appreciation, knowledge, skills, and abilities needed to live and work in a global marketplace and provides an introduction to international business activities and the economic, cultural, and political factors that impact it. Business structures, global entrepreneurship, business management, marketing, and the challenges of managing international organizations will be some of the topics covered in this course.
HTML (HTML101) 



Learn the Fundamentals of HTML. This course is a prerequisite to the course "Web Page Design" which will be offered Spring 2009. Health Occupations (PTEH101) 



Health Occupations is a one semester PTE approved course meeting state standards for PTE - Health Professions, not general Health/PE standards. Health Occupations gives introductory exposure to the healthcare field and helps stimulate students' interest in health careers. The course provides the basic entry-level background that is required for all jobs in healthcare, a basic understanding of human anatomy and physiology and brief exposure to a myriad of careers in healthcare. The course serves as the prerequisite for students planning to enter the CNA, Basic EMT, Pharmacy Technology, or other healthcare programs. Though each health profession is specialized, all share a common core of prerequisite knowledge. Students will explore basic knowledge and skills that are transferable to many health occupations including; anatomy & physiology, medical terminology, ethics and safety, industry leadership, culture and diversity, total wellness, responsible decision-making, building self-esteem, and life-management skills.

Health (HLTH301) 



This Health Course is designed as a semester course and will contain several projects over the period of the course. The goal at the high-school level is to help establish patterns of behavior that will assist a person in achieving complete health. Complete health is accomplished by having a balance of physical, mental, social, and emotional well-being. This course is designed to offer students the opportunity to acquire knowledge, incorporate process and life skills, and develop positive attitudes about life. Development of a healthy body and a healthy mind will assist young people in living active, productive, and successful lives. No text is required for this course.

Lifetime Fitness (PE101) 



This fitness course is designed to expose the student to the concepts involved in creating a personal life-long fitness and wellness program. General fitness topics will be emphasized, specifically cardiovascular fitness, nutrition, stress and current health trends and topics. Assessment of general fitness topics and wellness objectives to each student's lifestyle will take place through online discussions, lab activities, computer assignments and workout logs. No text is required for this course. If a student signs up for two PE courses, they must plan on exercising five times per week in order to fulfill the exercise requirements for both courses.

Lifetime Fitness II (PE102) 



Lifetime Fitness II is a course designed to stress the importance of exercise on the human body. This course will help students acquire the knowledge, skills and attitudes necessary for improving their major body systems through exercise fitness. Students will follow a carefully monitored workout program and be able to apply their physical workouts to the betterment of each body system. No text is required for this course. If students sign up for two PE courses, they must plan on exercising five times per week in order to fulfill the exercise requirements for both courses.

Lifetime Fitness with Wii (PEW101) 



Have more fun in PE class by taking our new Wii fit program online. The Lifetime Fitness with Wii is a comprehensive, easy-to-use, student-centered online physical education program that uses the latest Wii technology. Wii Fit is a combination of fitness and fun, designed for everyone. This program will guide you through eight units of instruction, activities and workouts centered on developing the lifelong skills needed to live a healthy and productive life. By using the Wii Fit a little every day you can work towards personal goals of better health and fitness. Equipment Requirements: Nintendo Wii, Wii fit program with the balance board. Students will also be required to submit workout results every two to three weeks. If a student signs up for two PE courses, they must plan on exercising five times per week in order to fulfill the exercise requirements for both courses.

Service Learning (CHR102) 



This Service Learning course is designed to provide a service-learning experience where you will apply your academic knowledge and skills to community based issues and needs. This experience will be combined with a service project and a series of discussions and assignments that cover issues related to service-learning, civic engagement, and community relations. Prerequisite: In order to take the service learning course, there must be a community partner approved by the school who will work with the student throughout the course as a mentor. This mentor will work with the student as a resource and to help him/her locate areas specific to their community where they can complete the service learning project.

Mandarin Chinese 1A (CHN101) 



Mandarin Chinese 1A is an introductory course to the Mandarin language. Students will learn basic phrases, greetings, and symbols as he/she begins to read, write, speak, and listen to the Mandarin language. Speakers or earphones and a microphone are required to participate in voice discussion boards and to communicate online in Mandarin with the instructor and classmates. Access to a scanner is highly encouraged. The computer which the student will use must be able to have the Chinese Language Pack installed on it. Students are suggested to use the Internet Explorer browser for this course. Each unit contains text and sound to help introduce the student to basic communication, vocabulary, and grammar. Speakers or earphones and a microphone are required to participate in our voice discussion boards and to communicate online in Spanish with your classmates. Prereq: Spanish 1A & 1B. Spanish 2B (SPAN202) 



During this class, students learn about Hispanic culture by reading lectures and studying grammar on the present perfect, subjuctive, and more. Students continue to develop listening and comprehension skills in reading, writing, listening, and speaking Spanish. Speakers or earphones and a microphone are required to participate in our voice discussion boards and to communicate online in Spanish with your classmates. Prereq: Spanish year 1 and Spanish 2A.
